In existence for 24 years, the Mount’s Project SCOPE (Summer Collegiate Orientation
Program and Enrichment) seeks to prepare African-American high school students from
the Greater Cincinnati area for a successful college experience. The program introduces
students to college life, as well as assisting them in planning and preparing for college
through a variety of academic and social enrichment experiences.

Project SCOPE has three levels. Students completing their sophomore year of high school
begin with SCOPE |, and progress on a yearly basis to SCOPE Il and Ill. At the end of
the three years, each student successfully completing the program will earn six credit
hours (three for each course). The credits can be applied to any college or university. As
a SCOPE participant, you are making a three-year commitment to complete the program.
