* Request two (2) letters of recommendation:

- One from a leader of your faith tradition (priest, minister, rabbi, imam, youth pastor, etc.)
- One from a high school teacher

*  Submit a personal essay of not more than 300 words in response to this statement:
“I want to serve as a student campus minister because....”
