
 

Adult Scholarship Application 

 
Eligibility Requirements – For Adult Non-Traditional Students: 
 

1. Must be a non-traditional student seeking their first Bachelor’s Degree. 
2. Must fail to qualify for any need based government grants. 
3. Must not receive more than 25% tuition reimbursement for their employer.  
4. Must intend to complete 12 credit hours in the academic year. 
5. If currently attending, must have at least a 2.75 cumulative GPA at the Mount. 

 
To Apply:  
 

1. Complete the renewal FAFSA online at www.fafsa.gov.  We recommend that you do this no later than March 1st to allow 
time for processing.  If you are new to the financial aid process, complete a new FAFSA.  Be sure to list Mount St. 
Joseph University and the code 003033 in the Federal School Code area on the FAFSA. 
 

2. Attach a letter stating briefly why you are applying for this scholarship.  Please provide a description of your professional 
or educational goals upon completion of your degree. 
 

3. Submit the completed application to the Student Administrative Services Office, Mount St. Joseph University, 5701 Delhi 
Road, Cincinnati, OH  45233.
